How to arrive:

Means of transport:

Brussels main Airport is located in the North-West of the city center. There are many direct flights to Brussels from cities across Europe. 

The public transport buses company (STIB) has an express service bus from the airport which is the number 12. This bus only has five stops: NATO - Genève - Diamant - European Quarter via bus stops Schuman (connecting to the underground) and Luxemburg. 

There are also taxis permanently available in front of the airport arrivals hall. The fare from the airport to the city centre of Brussels is normally around € 35. Licensed taxis can be recognized by the blue and yellow emblem. Travellers are advised to avoid unlicensed taxis.
