	A short description of the Assembly of European Regions

(AER)
	Created in 1985, the AER is the political organisation of the regions of Europe and their speaker at European and international level. Its mission: To defend the interests of the regions in the political process and to develop interregional cooperation. Currently (2006), AER has more than 250 member regions from 30 countries and 13 interregional organisat​ions. The headquarters are in Strasbourg (F) and Brussels (B). AER is divided into 4 committees (A,B,C,D) The Sub Committee is placed under the Committee D (Culture, Youth, Education)

	Summary
	(3)The revised agenda was approved and followed.

Information on the European Youth Pact – we were missing the speaker.

(7) “Reorganising AER – how will the proposal affect the Sub Committee?”

Klaus Klipp gave an introduction, saying that the committees B and C have approved the Task Force’s proposal unanimously. Klaus Klipp gave an assurance that the Sub Committee Youth will continue as it is today, i.e. connecting to the programmes/projects/responsibilities of “Competition of the most Youth Friendly Region”, “Mainstreaming Youth in the AER/Youth Team”, “Eurodyssey” and “AER Youth Summer Schools”. Saxon Spence remarked that the work of focusing youth issues in the AER started years ago, and she was glad to see that the amount of people interested in the topic has increased 10 times since the three committed politicians from the first start 1999. She thanked Alfred Kager for his excellent work, and stated that the Youth Summer Schools had brought new life to the AER Adult Summer Schools. She emphasized the need in considering the future of the Sub Committee Youth under the new AER structure, and to have the opinions of the young Youth Team members on the reorg. proposal. Klipp recommended sending a claim of continuing the SCY to the Comm. D President and the Bureau. He also stressed that all parts of the new committees would get support from the secretariat. David Kirk supported the idea of having the SCY as a permanent part of Comm. D – “above the line”. The SCY President underlined the need of having names of the new 3 committees that would make it easy to identify them and their tasks. He proposed to send out the new draft on the AER reorganising issues to all the AER member regions. It was agreed upon that from Klaus Klipp. Conclusion: Saxon Spence was asked to lead the work of preparing a paper on this issue for the plenum meeting of Committee D 5th May.
