How to reach the Office:

Metro:
Line 1A and 1B - Stop "Arts Loi" - exit "Avenue des Arts" — walk down until "Rue Belliard" — turn into "rue Belliard" and again into the first street on the right "rue de Commerce", continue for 50 m, the office is to the left

Line 2 - Stop "Trône" — exit "Rue Montoyer" — turn into the first street on the left and continue for 50 m.

Bus:
lines 80; 34; 54; 60; 38; 27; 95; 96; 21 stop "Trône"; walk for 20 m in direction of "place Luxembourg", turn at first street on your left (rue du Commerce), continue for 50 m, the office is to the right.
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HOW TO GET TO BRUSSELS and the town centre

The airport is located about 14 kms from Brussels.

· Bus connections

The bus station is located on level 0 - one floor down from the arrivals hall - and can be easily reached by using the escalators or elevators.

Centrally located on the bus station there are, besides the platform for the Antwerp Express, two other platforms with specific use:

· De Lijn

Bus company De Lijn operates direct services, amongst others, to Brussels North station (272) etc.

All De Lijn services that run via Brucargo depart from platform B; the other De Lijn services depart from platform A. The use of the De Lijn buses between bus stops located within the airport perimeter is free for all.

· MIVB/STIB

Comfortable buses operated by the MIVB/STIB run a direct service between NATO headquarters and the European institutions in Brussels. On weekdays this "Airport Line" carries the number 12, whereas on weekends it carries the number 11.

The express service 12 only has five stops: NATO - Genève - Diamant - European Quarter (bus stops Schuman and Luxemburg).

The weekend buses of line 11 run an omnibus service until Schuman.

The frequency of these buses is tailored to the demand (peak and off-peak hours): generally 3 buses per hour.

All MIVB/STIB buses depart from platform C.

· Train

The airport train station is located below the terminal (basement level-1). Up to 4 trains an hour connect the airport to Brussels North, Brussels Central and Brussels Midi stations. Moreover there are direct train services to the East, South and West of Belgium.

· Taxi

Taxis with a taximeter are permanently available in front of the arrivals hall. The fare from the airport to the city centre of Brussels is normally around € 30. Licensed taxis can be recognized by the blue and yellow emblem. Travellers are advised to avoid unlicensed taxis!


