New AER Youth Project: AER Regional Reporters

AER is offering young people the chance of becoming one of AER‘s Regional Reporters. Young people from European regions can be heard on radio stations across Europe thanks to the radio programme “Europe and you”, which is aired on several French-speaking local radio stations in Europe and on the website (http://www.europeandyou.eu). AER and “Europe and you” are inviting young people from the European regions to prepare short voice-recordings about themselves, their regions and Europe, to be broadcast on radio and the website during the “Europe and you” programme from April to June 2009. 
Regional Reporter is a young person, aged 18 to 30 years old, active in your region or involved in AER youth activities such as the Youth Regional Network or Youth Team, who would like to prepare several short voice-recording presentations on various topics related to Europe such as “What does Europe mean to you? What does Europe mean to your region?”. The recording should last not more than 3 minutes and each reporter should prepare at least one recording per month. To record the presentation young people should have a computer and microphone and use one of the free open-source programmes, which are available on the Internet and can be downloaded for free. 
The first edition of the project will start on 1 April and will last until June 2009. There were 16 young participants registered to be Regional Reporters (from 10 regions from 6 countries). 

Thanks to this project young people can present their opinions to people across Europe, learn how to prepare radio broadcasts and get real experience in broadcasting to a wide audience. Also they have a possibility to present the region from where do they come from to other young people from Europe. 

AER is planning to launch the 2nd edition of the project in June and in addition to extend the project with 2 more sections: 

· TV Regional Reporters: young people would make short films about their regions to be broadcasted on the AER YouTube Channel

· Image Regional Reporters: young people will send the photos from their regions: what does European mean to them. The photos would be presented on the exhibition in Brussels during the Open Days in October 2009. 
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
