”Safely home for 50 kroner” – a project organized by Østfold County Council

”Safely home for 50 kroner” (6 Euros) commenced in June 2004 and offers young people aged between 16 and 24 taxi transportation on selected routes Friday and Saturday nights. The offer aims to increase traffic safety, reduce road accident statistics and establish good travel routines amongst youth.

The offer is mainly given in inner Østfold and the majority of the routes are outbound from the town centre of Askim.
In Østfold County the following municipalities are participating:

This far, 6 routes are offered, with departures at 00.00 and 02.30. From 2 November the offer will be extended with 5 new routes, among others in Sarpsborg, Halden and Moss. The offer will not be introduced in areas that have bus departures at night.
All routes start in the town centres, but can pick up passengers along the way. The ride must be pre-ordered before 22:00. Every passenger pays 50 kroner for the ride and Østfold County Council covers the difference between the price of the ride and the amount paid by the passengers.
Other people can also use the offer if there are available seats. The payment covers 2 kilometres from the set route, otherwise additional fare must be paid.
In 2007 approximately 1500 persons will use the offer, this is a major increase from earlier years. Targeted marketing is probably contributing to this positive growth.
