The “Second Health Programme” (2008-2013) is the European Commission’s main instrument for implementing the EU health strategy. The programme aims, through projects and other actions, to improve the level of physical and mental health and well-being of EU citizens and reduce health inequalities throughout the Community. The objectives of the current programme are:

· to improve citizens’ health security;

· to promote health, including the reduction of health inequalities;

· to generate and disseminate health information and knowledge.

NEW! Greater Focus on Call for Tenders and Other Financing NEW!

In 2010, the budget for projects has been reduced and greater focus has been put on calls for tenders and other financing mechanisms, such as joint actions and operating grants. This aims at maximising efficiency and added-value of actions financed, and ensuring that finances are channelled more directly towards meeting Programme objectives.  

NEW ! Criteria for Exceptional Utility NEW!

In line with the Programme Decision and the commitment in the EU Health Strategy to work across sectors for improving health, exceptional utility will be accorded to proposals that have significant European added value in the following areas:

· Improving the health of European citizens, as measured where possible by appropriate indicators, including the Healthy Life Years indicator;

· Reducing health inequalities in and between EU Members States and regions;

· Building capacity for development and implementation of effective public health policies particularly in areas of high need; 

· Involving new (non-traditional) actors for health in sustained, cooperative and ethically sound actions, both at regional or local level and across participating countries. 

II. PRIORITY AREAS

The 2010 Work Plans specifies next to each priority areas what kind of activity will be financed. In this table, “call for projects” is abbreviated as “P”, “call for tenders” as “T”, “call for joint actions as “JA” and “call for operating grants” as “OG”. For more details please refer to the website of the Executive Agency for Health and Consumers (EAHC) and the official journal of EU.

	1. Improve citizens’ health security
The principle of free movement increases the need for vigilance, so as to enable a timely response to major cross-border health threats; these threats involve inter-sectoral competencies such as civil protection and environment.

NOTE ! Call for Conferences NOTE!

The Call is open to single organisations (not consortia) active in the field of public health and risk assessment. Conferences organized by the Presidency of the European Union fall outside the scope of the present call. Financial contributions may be awarded for the organisation of conferences which: 

· pursue as their primary goal one or more priorities of the annual work plan (see above)

· have a European Union-wide dimension, i.e. engage representatives of ten or more countries participating in the EU Health Programme,

· are organised by a public body or a non-profit-making body established in a country participating in the EU Health Programme, and which has relevant experience in cooperation at EU level.
NOTE ! Applicants’ Workshop in February NOTE!

To improve the quality of project proposals, a workshop is organized on 8-9 February in Luxembourg for European health professionals who plan to submit a project proposal under 2010 calls for projects. The registration is restricted to 50 participants on a “first register, first serve” basis and the deadline for registration is 22 January 2010. Please not however that the presentations given at the workshop will be video recorded and made available on the EAHC website. The prospective participants must register their project partnership proposal before registering for the training workshop.
