Please note that Disney's Newport Bay Club  is located approximately 15 minutes by walk from the Euro 
Disneyland Parc (at the Marne-la-Vallée/Chessy railway station). 
 

 
PARTICIPANTS 
 
Invitations will be sent to 150 young people between 18 and 30 years old who represent regional youth 
parliaments, councils and organisations. Each region can be represented by maximum 2 members. Please 
bear in mind that only in the case of a small number of registrations more than two participants from each 
region will be invited to participate in the event. 
 
REGISTRATION 
 
Registration of participants will start on Friday at 15.00 at the reception of the Disney's Newport Bay Club 
Hotel. At the registration point each participant will receive Information Package including badge, plan of 
the venue and working documents. 
 
 
TRAVEL 
 
Please bear in mind that travel costs will not  be reimbursed.  
Participants are asked to arrive on the evening of 10 December at the Disney's New Port Bay Club Hotel 
and leave on 12 December after 13.30. 
 
How to get to Paris?  
By plane : 
- Paris Orly Airport; 
- Paris Charles de Gaulle Airport. 
 
By TGV train to the following railway stations in Paris:  
Gare d'Austerlitz, Gare de Lyon, Gare du Nord, Gare St -Lazare, Gare de l'Est.  
 
Please bear in mind that Euro Disney Paris is located at Marne-la-VallŽe/Chessy railway station which is 
not directly connected to the above-mentioned railway stations (for more information about train 
connections, please go to http://www.voyages-sncf.com). 
 
 
TRANSFERS 
 
Please bear in mind that there are no transfers to/from the meeting venue. Once you get to Paris, you will 
need to get to Euro Disneyland on your own.  
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From airports, the city city centre of Paris or by train it is best to get to Marne-la-Vallée/Chessy railway 
station, which is located right at the gates of Disneyland Resort Paris. 

¥ ... getting to Euro Disney from the airports:  
- By bus shuttles from the Paris airports - with the VEA coach company. The ticket costs EUR 17 per 
person; you can buy the ticket online (for more information please go to: http://www.vea.fr); 
- By TGV: from Roissy/Charles de Gaulle Airport railway station to Marne-la-Vallée/Chessy station 
(between EUR 15 – 24 per person); 
 
¥ ... getting to Euro Disney from the city centre and railway stations:  
From Paris it takes 35 minutes by the RER line A4 (Regional Express Railway) to get to the Disneyland 
Resort Paris (Marne la Vallée/Chessy – the last stop). The station is located 100m from the gates of 
Disneyland Park.  
 
¥ ... getting to Euro Disney by car:  
- From Paris: On the Périphérique, at the "Porte de Bercy" exit (south east of Paris), follow "Metz / Nancy" 
on the A4 motorway. To reach Disneyland Park and the Disneyland Resort Paris hotels, take exit 14, "Val 
d'Europe, Parc Disneyland". To go to the Davy Crockett Ranch®, take exit 13, "Provins / Serris". 
- From Roissy / Charles-de-Gaulle Airport: Leave the airport following the signs for "Marne La Vallée" until 
you come to the A104 ("La Francilienne"). After about 27 kilometres, leave the A104 for the A4, following 
"Metz / Nancy". Exit 13 is 9 kilometres further on, and exit 14, 12 kilometres.  
- From Orly Airport: When you leave the airport, head for "Paris" and follow the signs for "Créteil" on the 
A86. After 11 kilometres, join the A4, heading for "Metz / Nancy". Exit 13 is 27 kilometres further on, and 
exit 14, 30 kilometres. 
 

How to get to Disney's Newport Bay Club Hotel and Conventi on Centre?  
 
¥ When arriving by TGV / RER / shuttles from the airports to the Euro Disney Marne-la-Vallée/Chessy 

railway station:  
- By free shuttles to the Disney's Newport Bay Club departing every 10 minutes; 
- By walk through the Disney Village (approximately 15 minutes - please see the map). 
 
¥ When travelling by car:  
Exit 14 on motorway A4 in the direction: H™tels du resort. 
Newport Bay Club Hotel is the first hotel on the right. 
 
ACCOMMODATION 
 
Double rooms will be booked for the registered participants at Disney's Newport Bay Club Hotel , which is 
located in the same building as the meeting venue  
(more information available at: http://hotels.disneylandparis.co.uk/hotels/newport-bay-club/index.xhtml) 
 
All rooms are equipped with bathrooms, so there is no need to take towels. 
 
Participants are asked to check out on Saturday, 12 December by 9 o'clock in the morning. A room will be 
provided to store the luggage.  
 
Participants do not pay for their stay in the hotel between 10 and 12 December. Should anyone be 
interested in arriving earlier/leaving later they are asked to select this option in the registration form (price 
for 1 room is EUR 407 per day).
