6. The presentation can be made in any format; we encourage you to explore alternative methods such as drama, interactive, video, rap or PowerPoint, whatever you feel most comfortable with and whichever gets your message across the best.
7. Following each presentation will be the opportunity for the other delegates to ask questions to the team, and members of the panel will have the chance to make short contributions to the debate before passing onto the next presentation.
