OF THE

AER YOUTH TEAM 

Adopted by AER Youth Team 

In 10th November in Udine, Italy

(Original in English)

CHAPTER I Objectives 

Article 1

Aims and Objectives

The AER Youth Team is a platform for permanent exchange and cooperation between the youth representatives and politicians to ensure that the youth dimension is integrated into main areas of each AER Committee’s work. 

The main objective is mainstreaming youth within the AER and involving youth into the decision making on European level. 

Youth Team encourages the regions to promote young people, to take into account their decisions and to cooperate with all youth councils, parliaments and organisations. 

Article 2

Role of the Youth Team

During the Youth Team mandate, young people give input to the AER work, make contributions and they are directly involved in the activities of the AER Committees. 

Youth Team makes young people interests visible, involves them in politics at all levels and includes a youth perspective in all work of the AER and member regions.

Youth Team is acting to influence as well the European policies in the European Union and in others European organisations by monitoring of the decisions and taking part in the discussions. 

Article 3

Functioning

The Youth Team functions as a link between local, regional and national youth councils/parliaments across all Europe and the AER. Proposals, ideas and comments of young people are taken forward at the Youth Team meetings taking place three times a year. 

The Youth Team co-operates with politicians and other authorities to implement the proposals of young people. 

CHAPTER II Organisation

Article 5 

Composition of the Youth Team

The Youth Team comprises 8 members among who the Youth Team President is elected. 

The members are elected for a period of two years. 

Elections for the Youth Team take place each year according to seats which are available. 

Article 6 

Youth Team President

The Youth Team President is elected for one year by Youth Team members by secret vote. President can be re-elected only once.  Candidate for the President has to be a member of the Youth Team. 

The President is a head of the Youth Team and is responsible for the functioning of the Youth Team. The President is representative of the Youth Team in the AER and in external relations. The President chairs the meetings of the Youth Team. 

The President presents a yearly report of Youth Team activities to the Youth Summer School Participants at the end of the mandate. 

Article 7 

Youth Team Members

There are 8 members of the Youth Team. They are elected for two years. They can be re-elected only one time.  The mandate is two years. In case of resignation, the Youth Team members decide about the vacant seat. 

Article 7 

Decision making processes and voting 

Decisions made within the AER Youth Team are adopted by consensus of opinion or by majority vote. 

CHAPTER III Elections

Article 7 

Elections

The Youth Team elections take place each year during the AER Youth Summer School depended of available seats in the Youth Team. 

All Youth Summer School participants are eligible to vote for all candidates.  

The elections are organised by the AER Secretariat, which is responsible for counting the votes. 

Article 8 

Eligibility Criteria

To be considered for election to the Youth Team, the candidates must be a participant of the Youth Summer School and must therefore first gain the permission, financial and political support of their regions. Candidates should be between 18 and 25 years old at the time of elections. 

The eligible young person are not standing as an individual candidate but they represent a broader group of young people in their region.

Candidates must:

· be aged between 18-25 years at the time of elections

· come from the AER member region

· represent formalised group of Youth in their region

· be appointed by formalised groups of Youth

· be given economic and political support the home region to be active in the Youth Team and to participate in at least three meetings per year: Youth Summer School, AER General Assembly and one meeting of the Youth Team during the year

· attend the Youth Summer School

The participants of the Youth Summer School elect the 8 representatives to the Youth team, representing four geographical zones. The four geographical groups are as follows:  

· North: Denmark, Norway, Sweden, Finland, Lithuania

· West: Ireland, United Kingdom, Germany, Belgium, Netherlands, France, Austria, Switzerland

· East: Poland, Czech Republic, Slovakia, Hungary, Romania, Russia, Ukraine, Moldova

· South: Portugal, Spain, Italy, Croatia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Serbia, Montenegro, Greece, Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, Bulgaria, Turkey, Georgia, Albania, Cyprus
In case that there is no candidate from one group, there is a possibility to elect member from another geographical zone. At the same time, the maximum number of members from one group is 3. 
Article 9 

Procedure of Elections

To standing for election, candidates have to complete the declaration of intent overleaf.

The nominations and a brief presentation of each of candidate are presented to the participants of the Youth Summer School. The election is conducted by the raising of hands. 

Election are organised by the AER Secretariat.

CHAPTER IV Others 

Article 10 

Working Plan

The missions are define each year in the Youth Team Work Programme which is created and voted by the Youth Team for the coming year.

Article 12  

Cooperation with AER Committees

The Youth Team members divide their responsibilities between the four AER committees. Each member of the Youth Team is engaged in one of the AER Committees. 

All Youth Team members are in the AER Sub-Committee Youth. 

Article 14 

Adoption and Amendment of the Statue

This statute is adopted and can be amended by decision of the Youth Team by a majority vote. 
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
