Youth Committees - objectives of the working sessions:

· Establishing the structure of cooperation on the Youth Committee (key areas of activities, concrete projects);

· Contribution to the Strategic Programme.

Youth Committee 2
According to the draft Strategic Programme, the Committee 2 will be in charge of: 

· developing the activities of the YRN concerning the professional life and Youth Entrepreneurship

· providing the platform of exchange of best practice and experience between youth organisations 

· working on common projects

· following the already existing AER projects on this topic and support them

Key areas of activity: 

training, non-formal education as a means of gaining first professional experience, employment, healthy society, equal opportunities, mobility.

Concrete actions: 

The Eurodyssey programme

The representatives of this Committee will be permanent participants of Eurodyssey meetings, the steering committee and the forums in order to have an influence on the shape of the programme and to look for the best solutions for young people. The second mission will be to communicate and inform all YRN members and young people from all regions about the programme. The objective is to promote mobility among young people in Europe and try to convince the regions to join the Eurodyssey programme.

The MYFER Award on Youth Entrepreneurship

This year AER is looking for the Most Youth Friendly European Region. The main criteria are the creativity and innovativeness in the field of Youth Entrepreneurship. The members of the Committee will be involved in the evaluation of the best application form. 

Methodology of the Youth Committee 2 working session: 

1. A presentation by the moderator on the part of the Strategic Programme concerning the Youth Committee.

2. A presentation on the AER projects: activities, ideas, methodology and the the MYFER and Eurodyssey programmes.

3. Contribution to the Strategic Programme:

· Discussion of participants’ tasks included in the working programme: specifying their own “small” working programme, i.e. their priorities, topics of cooperation and projects on which they will work together. 

· Written contribution to the Strategic Programme: this “small” working programme (max. 1 page long) will provide the Committee’s written contribution to the Programme under section Projects and Actions and will include a list of the topics interesting for them and a list of the concrete actions/projects (already suggested AER projects). 

4. Election of the Head of the Committee, who will:

· represent the Committee during all relevant AER meetings 

· become a member of the Youth Presidium 

· provide a link between the AER Secretariat and YRN

· be responsible for implementing the projects

· be chairing the next working sessions of the Committee

The Head will be elected by the participants during the working session (either by voting or by consensus) and will present the Committee’s contribution to the Strategic Programme during Pleanary Session II. 
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
