PRACTICAL INFORMATION

1. INTRODUCTION
In 2008 the Summer School and Youth Summer School will be held together in Östersund, Jämtland, Sweden from 24th – 30th August. The theme of both Summer Schools will be Youth Entrepreneurship in Europe’s regions.

Participants in the Summer School should be regional politicians or officers working in regional administration, with specific responsibility for youth entrepreneurship issues.
Participants in the Youth Summer School should be aged between 18 and 24 and should be active in regional youth bodies, e.g. youth councils, political parties or youth entrepreneurship forums. Youth Summer School participants MUST be nominated to participate in the AER Youth Summer School by their regional authority. The regional authority will therefore pay the registration fee on behalf of the participant. Please note that, due to the limited number of places at the Youth Summer School, we can accept a maximum of TWO youth participants per region.

The deadline for registrations will be 15 June 2008. Registrations made after that date will be charged with an extra 30, - € fee (no matter which category). Please be aware that the bank charges are excluded from the registration fee. They have to be paid by the region.    

2. TRAVEL
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The map below indicates the geographical location of Östersund:

Participants are responsible for organising and covering the costs of their own travel to Östersund. There are no direct international flights to Östersund; participants should travel via Stockholm Arlanda airport and change onto a domestic flight. The flight time from Stockholm to Östersund is approximately 50 minutes. The following airline operates this route between Stockholm and Östersund:

Åre Östersund Airport is located about 11 km west from the town centre, on Fröson Island. Transfers will be organised between Östersund airport and the hotel and between Östersund train station and hotel, on 24th August and 30th August. The schedule for transfers will be based upon the participants’ arrival and departure times, which should be indicated on the registration form. 
3. VISAS

Please note that participants are responsible for acquiring their own visas, where appropriate; invitation letters can be prepared by the AER Secretariat where necessary. As visa requirements can change, participants are advised to check the visa requirements carefully prior to coming to the Summer School. For further information please click here or contact your Ministry for Foreign Affairs.

4. ACCOMMODATION
Accommodation will be provided for 6 nights, from 24th – 30th August. All participants will be accommodated in the Clarion Hotel Grand Östersund, Prästgatan 16 (www.choice.se). Youth Summer School participants will be accommodated in twin rooms, sharing with another participant of the same sex.
Please note that the AER cannot cover the cost of guests and partners. If participants will be accompanied by family members or others, they will be required to pay the full participation fee for the additional guests.

The AER also cannot cover the cost of any additional nights’ accommodation. However, the host region will try to book such accommodation for you, should you arrive at an earlier date or leave later. Such bookings are subject to availability of rooms, and participants are advised to indicate the need for additional nights on their registration form to avoid disappointment. Participants will be required to pay the hotel directly for additional nights’ accommodation.

The Folkets Hus is located 3 kilometres from the town centre, and transfers will be provided each day. A taxi ride to the centre of Östersund takes 10 minutes and costs between 180 SEK (19,20 €) and 265 SEK (28,30 €). Taxi Östersund can be contacted on:

At the tourist information office you can hire a bicycle for your stay in Östersund.

6. LANGUAGES
Please note that the working language for the Summer School will be English. In a small number of cases, the presentations will be made in French, and English interpretation will be provided. 
7. CLIMATE
The weather in August can vary greatly. Normally it is warm with temperature reaching up to 25 C, but they can also go down to 10 C. In the alpine ski resort of Åre it can be colder, so please bring a warm jacket for the visit to Åreskutan mountain.

8. CURRENCY

The currency in Sweden is the Swedish kronor. 1 EUR = approx 9,35 Swedish kronor.
