Youth Entrepreneurship in Europe’s Regions: Draft Programme
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Overview

In 2008, the adult and youth AER Summer School participants will work together to develop and share best practice on the topic of youth entrepreneurship in Europe’s regions. By bringing regional policy makers and officers together with the young people affected by their policies, the Summer School will provide an opportunity to develop these policy ideas further, in a way that meets the needs of both the young people and the regional authorities. 

During the week, participants will chose to focus their work on one of 4 key areas: 

Group 1: Entrepreneurship education in schools

Group 2: Non-formal entrepreneurship strategies

Group 3: Youth entrepreneurship strategies for young people without formal education

Group 4: Youth participation in the formation of regional entrepreneurship strategies 

Within these themes, participants will work in small groups to exchange ideas, develop best practices, and design toolkits that can be regional authorities to promote youth entrepreneurship. By the end of the week, participants will have developed concrete ideas about what they can do to improve youth entrepreneurship strategies in their region. 

There will be capacity for 200 participants, half of whom will be regional politicians and officers engaged directly in youth entrepreneurship issues. The other half will be young people between the ages of 18-24 engaged in regional youth council, political parties or parliaments and interested in youth entrepreneurship issues. These young people will be nominated and sponsored by their regions.
