2. TARGET GROUP 
 

Summer School: Participants should be regional politicians or officers working in 
regional administration, with specific responsibility for water issues. 
 
Youth Summer School: Participants should be aged between 18 and 241 and should 
be active in regional youth bodies, e.g. youth councils, political parties etc. To 
participate in the AER Youth Summer School, Youth participants MUST be nominated 
by their regional authority. The regional authority will therefore pay the registration fee 
on behalf of the young participant. Regions are invited to register 2 young people. In 
case the region wants to register more young participants, it can do so, but acceptance 
of the exceeding number of candidates will only be confirmed once the remaining 
capacities after the closing of registrations (15 June 2009) have been assessed.

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4. TRAVEL

Participants are responsible for organising 
and covering the costs of their own travel to 
Valencia. 

By Air 
Valencia Airport is located eight kilometres to the west of the city, in the city limits of 
Manises y Quart de Poblet. Direct flights exist to all major Spanish and European cities. 
Furthermore, Valencia connects with destinations all over the world through Madrid and 
Barcelona.

By Train 
All trains stop at the "Estación del Norte" train station, located in the city centre.

By Bus 
Valencia has plenty of bus links with other Spanish towns and countries in Europe: 
Holland, Belgium, Switzerland, the UK, Germany, Italy, Portugal, the Czech Republic, 
Poland, Ukraine, Bulgaria, Romania and, in particular, France. 
 
The coaches usually terminate at the bus station which is close to the city centre, just 
north of the river. The nearest metro station is Túria (yellow line/line 1).

5. TRANSFER 

 
Organised transfers between the airport and Hotel Astoria respectively UPV will 
be available on 24, 29 and 30 August. Shuttle buses will run every 15-30 minutes. 
Special arrangements for speakers are available upon request. In order to be able to 
make the necessary arrangements, participants are kindly requested to provide full 
travel details in the registration form. 
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• Public transport between airport and city centre: 
 

a) Metro 
 

There are two underground lines which link the airport, the city centre and the 
port: line 3 (Rafelbunyol-Aeroport) and line 5 (Marítim Serrería - Torrent Av. / 
Aeroport). The station is at the ground floor of the regional flights terminal.The 
journey takes around 25 minutes.

Stops: opposite arrivals.

10. CLIMATE 
 

Valencia has a Mediterranean climate with hot summers and mild winters. The average 
temperature in August is 26°C (min. 21°C, max. 30°C; peaks at up to 35-40°C). Most of 
the rainy days (however rare) occur during autumn and early spring. Summers can be 
baking hot, and humidity tends to be quite high, especially felt in the summer, with June 
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and July the heaveist and August slightly lighter. But, with global warming in full swing, 
weather is less predictable than in the past.

The deadline for registrations is 15 June 2009. Registrations made after that date will 
be charged with an extra 30, - € fee (no matter which category). 
 
Payment for additional youth candidates (acceptance confirmed after 15 June) should 
be made before 10 July 2009. 
 
Please note that the AER cannot cover the cost of guests and partners. If participants 
will be accompanied by family members or others, they will be required to pay the full 
participation fee for the additional guests. 
 
The AER also cannot cover the cost of any additional nights’ accommodation. However, 
the host region will try to book such accommodation for you, should you arrive at an 
earlier date or leave later. Such bookings are subject to availability of rooms, and 
participants are advised to indicate the need for additional nights on their registration 
form to avoid disappointment. Participants will be required to pay the hotel directly for 
additional nights’ accommodation.
